Course Description 

AP Calculus AB is equivalent to one semester of college calculus.  AP Calculus BC is equivalent to first and second semester of college calculus.  In these courses students develop an understanding of the concepts of calculus and experience its methods and applications.  The main topics to be covered are functions and limits, derivatives and integrals.  The AP Calculus BC course continues the study of AP Calculus AB by extending the types of functions studies and adding the additional topics of Polynomial Approximations and Series.

Grading System 

Your final grade will be determined on the basis of the points accumulated and weighted according to the grading scale below.  Late work can be turned in anytime during the current semester for half credit (some points is always better than no points).  Assessments include quizzes and will be given regularly throughout the school year.  Assessments will be cumulative and will consist of multiple choice and free response questions, as to mimic the AP test.  Assignments include both class work and homework.

Class Requirements 
Students will be expected to come prepared for class everyday. This means having paper and pencils. Students will also be required to keep lecture notes and homework in a notebook.  Students are expected to take lecture notes every day.  It is recommended that you title and date your notes for easy access.

TI-84 graphing calculators will be used extensively in this class and it is essential to know how to use the calculator for the AP test.  Although there is a classroom set of calculators for your use, it is recommended that you purchase a calculator with similar abilities for use at home.  For a list of approved calculator for the AP test please see me.  AP Calculus test review books are also recommended by not required.

The AP Calculus test is Tuesday, May 15, 2018.  Every student in this class is strongly encouraged to take this test.  The cost of the exam varies from year to year.  There are fee waivers available to students based on financial eligibility.
